Implicatda in proiecte de facturd culturald, sociald si educationald, cu o vasta experienta in domeniul
comunicarii, Alina Balatchi-Lupascu a co-fondat organizatia non-profit Romanian Women in UK,
preocupandu-se de pastrarea identitatii culturale romanesti in randul romanilor, in special a copiilor nascuti
in UK. Legate de numele ei sunt si cateva initiative antreprenoriale unice: a creat si lansat prima aplicatie
digitala pentru o comunitate a diasporei — myRO, un inceput care a identificat nevoia de dinamica a diasporei
etnice, conectdand romani in peste 75 de tari. Pasiunile Alinei sunt comunicarea, dinamica etnica si
comunitatea- pasiuni transformate la rang de cercetare si prin intermediul studiilor pe care le desfasoara in
domeniul migratiei. Alaturi de Andra Lucia Martinescu a publicat Th 2020 sub egida unui think tank britanic
de renume, The Foreign Policy Centre raportul intelegerea Diasporei Romédnesti, o initiativd de studiu de
pionierat.

Alina Balatchi-Lupascu is co-founder of the non-profit organisation Romanian Women in UK, highly involved
in social, cultural, and educational projects, with a vast experience in communication. She is preccupied with
preserving the national identity of Romanians, especially of children born in the UK. Furthermore, she is
involved in entrepreneurial activites such as the launch of the first digital app for a diaspora community —
myRO, an app based on the dynamic aspect of the ethnic diaspora, connecting Romanians from over 75
countries. Alina’s passions are communication, ethnic dynamics and community — passions that are helping
her very much in research, through the studies in which she analyzes migration. In 2020, together with Andra
Lucia Martinescu, she published the report Understanding Romanian Diaspora, under the auspices of the
British think tank The Foreign Policy Centre.

Mohamed Baya este bursier postdoc la Colegiul Noua Europa din Bucuresti (Romania). Detine un doctorat in
literaturd comparatad, obtinut la Western University din Canada. Cercetdrile sale se concentreaza asupra
productiei culturale a diasporei magrebiene. Tn proiectul sdu "Burning Witness in Limbo", Mohamed Baya
exploreaza literatura diasporei marocane in limba engleza.

Mohamed Baya is a Postdoctoral Fellow at New Europe College in Bucharest (Romania). His research focuses
on the cultural production of the Maghrebi diaspora. In his project "Burning Witness in Limbo" he explores
the literature of the Moroccan diaspora in English.

She contributed in national and
European projects based on developing methodologies, studies, and statistical analyses. At this moment, she
is Director at National Statistics Institute (INS), dealing with issues such as population, migration, work force,
and education.

(CoDiPo), afiliat Centrului de Cercetare in Comunicare. In anul universitar 2017-2018 a fost bursier ,Spiru Haret
si a obtinut premiul pentru cea mai buna lucrare in Arta, media si migratie la conferinta internationald The
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Migration Conference, (Lisbon School of Economics & Management, Lisabona, 2018) cu lucrarea “The new
diaspora” and interactive media campaigns: the case of Romanians migrating to the UK after Brexit.
Bianca-Florentina Cheregi is a PhD Lecturer and a program coordinator of MA in Brand Management and
Corporate Communication. She is also a member of the Communication, Discourse, Public Issues Lab (CoDiPo),
affiliated to the Centre for Research in Communication. In the academic year 2017-2018, she was a “Spiru
Haret” fellow, wining the Best Paper Prize in Arts, Media and Migration at The Migration Conference (Lisbon
School of Economics & Management, 2018), with the paper “The new diaspora” and interactive media
campaigns: the case of Romanians migrating to the UK after Brexit.

Malina Ciocea este coordonator al Laboratorului Comunicare, Discurs, Probleme Publice (CoDiPo), din cadrul

Malina Ciocea is leading the CoDiPo Laboratory of the Centre for Research in Communication. She has
published extensively on issues in the Romanian public sphere, with a focus on the public problem of
migration.

Olga Cojocaru este cercetatoare postdoctorala in cadrul proiectului “AspirE” la Institutul Universitar din
Lisabona. in ultimii ani a fost afiliatd cu Centrul de Studii in Migratie de pe langa Universitatea din Varsovia,
unde si-a sustinut teza de doctorat (2020) in care a propus o abordare temporala a experientei de migrant cu
un studiu de caz pe moldovenii din Italia. Cercetarea ei doctorala a facut parte din proiectul TRANSMIC finantat
prin schemele Marie Curie ale Comisiei Europene. A fost bursiera NEC (2018-19) si a intreprins vizite de studiu
la centrul de studii COMPAS in Oxford (2019) si universitatea EUl in Florenta (2017). Olga si-a facut studiile de
masterat in antropologie la CEU (2013) si SNSPA (2011).

Olga Cojocaru is a postdoctoral researcher within the AspirE project at University Institute of Lisbon (Iscte).
Over the past years, she has been affiliated with the Centre of Migration Research at the University of Warsaw
where she has completed her PhD on migrant temporalities with a case study on Moldovan migrants in Italy
(2020). Her doctoral research has been funded under Marie Curie Initial Training Networks (ITN) as part of
‘Transnational Migration, Citizenship and the Circulation of Rights and Responsibilities’ (TRANSMIC) project.
Olga has been a Pontica Magna Fellow at the New Europe College in Bucharest (2018-19), a visiting doctoral
student at COMPAS Oxford (2019) and at EUI in Florence (2017). She has completed her MA studies in
Anthropology at CEU Budapest (2013) and at SNSPA in Bucharest (2011).

Anatolie Cosciug este asistent universitar doctor, director adjunct al Centrului pentru Studiul Comparat al
Migratiei, interesat de analiza migratiei cdtre si dinspre Romania si a altor fenomene conexe. Cele mai recente
publicatii ale sale includ: articole academice pe teme legate de antreprenoriat transnational
(CEEMR), crearea remiterilor politice (Journal of Ethnic and Migration Studies) sau migratia de intoarcere in
Romania (CEEMR); doua volume despre imigratie in Romania (Presa Universitara Clujeana 2021, Editura de
Vest 2022); un numar special despre imigratie si integrare Tn Romania (Social Change Review, 2020) si alte
articole si capitole de carte in principalele edituri internationale (Migration Studies, Anthem Press, LitVerlag,
etc.).In plus, Anatolie a fost implicat in proiecte de consultantd si cercetare cu diverse organizatii
internationale (World Bank, UNHCR), universitdti/centre de cercetare (Universitat Autonoma de
Barcelona, Peace Research Institute Oslo, Universitatea din Bucuresti, Universitatea din Bielefeld),
fundatii/asociatii (Grupe SOS/Ateliere Fara Frontiera, PATRIR) si institutii publice centrale si locale (primaria
Cluj-Napoca, DSU, IGl, ADR).

Anatolie Cosciug is PhD Junior Lecturer, deputy director of the Center for the Comparative Study of Migration,
interested in the analysis of migration to and from Romania and other related phenomena. His most recent
publications include: academic articles on topics related to transnational entrepreneurship (CEEMR), the
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creation of political remittances (Journal of Ethnic and Migration Studies) or return migration in Romania
(CEEMR); two volumes about immigration in Romania (Presa Universitara Clujeanda 2021, Editura de Vest
2022); a special issue on immigration and integration in Romania (Social Change Review, 2020) and other
articles and book chapters in the main international publishing houses (Migration Studies, Anthem Press,
LitVerlag, etc.). In addition, Anatolie has been involved in consulting and research projects for various
international organisations (World Bank, UNHCR), universities/research centers (Universitat Autonoma de
Barcelona, Peace Research Institute Oslo, Bucharest University, Bielefeld University), foundations/associations
(Grupe SOS/Atelier Fara Frontiera, PATRIR) and central and local public institutions (Cluj-Napoca City Hall, DSU,
IGI, ADR).

Alexandra Deliu este doctor in Sociologie, Cercetator Stiintific 11l la Academia Romana, Institutul de Cercetare
a Calitatii Vietii. Este specializata Tn migratie si studiul populatiei, identitate sociald si metode calitative de
analiza.

Alexandra Deliu has a PhD in Sociology, she is a research scientist lll at the Romanian Academy, Institute for
Quality of Life (ICCV). She is specialized in migration and the study of population, social identity, and qualitative
research methods.

Dr. Alina Dolea este Associate Professor in Comunicare Strategica si Diplomatie Publica la Bournemouth
University, UK. Este doctor n stiintele comunicarii (SNSPA, Romania), Fulbright Scholar 2015-2016 (University
of Southern California, US) si SCIEX Visiting Scholar 2015 (University of Fribourg, Elvetia).

Cercetarile pe care le desfasoara se situeaza la intersectia unor domenii precum diplomatia publica, migratia,
studiile media si stiintele comunicarii. Dr. Dolea analizeaza discursuri publice si mediatice despre migratie si
imaginea de tara, precum si efectele acestora asupra migrantilor si negocierilor identitare declansate de
apartenenta si existenta intre aici (in diaspor3) si acolo (in Romania). Tn ultimii ani a studiat rolul tot mai mare
pe care diaspora il are in diplomatia publicd, sustindnd, reproducand, alteori contestand comunicarea
strategica a statelor de provenienta si de rezidenta. Este autoarea mai multor publicatii ce examineaza practici
si discursuri in diplomatia publica, precum si a volumului “Twenty Years of (Re)branding Post-Communist
Romania. Actors, discourses, perspectives - 1990-2010" (Institutul European, 2015).

Cea mai recenta publicatie este Forumul Academic “Public diplomacy and nation branding in the wake of the
Russia—Ukraine War”, editat alaturi de Nadia Kaneva si llan Manor pentru Place Branding and Public Diplomacy
(2023). Dr. Dolea este 2022—2024 Research Fellow al USC Center on Public Diplomacy: proiectul “Diaspora
diplomacy, emotions and disruption” analizeaza transnationalismul si emotiile migrantilor, pierderea locurilor
familiare si trauma migratiei pentru a intelege consecintele acestora si a propune politici publice si programe
de sprijin atat autoritatilor cat si asociatiilor din diaspora.

Dr. Alina Dolea is an Associate Professor in Strategic Communication and Public Diplomacy in the Faculty of
Media and Communication at Bournemouth University, UK. She holds a PhD in Communication Sciences from
SNSPA (Romania), was Fulbright Senior Scholar 2015-2016 at University of Southern California (US) and SCIEX
Visiting Scholar 2015 at the University of Fribourg (Switzerland).

Dr. Dolea’s research is situated at the intersection of public diplomacy, migration, media, and communication
studies. She analyses public and media discourses about migration and country images, as well as their effects
on migrants, their identities, belonging and in-betweenness. She is particularly interested in the role diasporas
have come to play in public diplomacy - supporting, reproducing, but also contesting or disrupting the states'
strategic communication. She authored several publications examining discourses and practices of public and
diaspora diplomacy, as well as the monograph “Twenty Years of (Re)branding Post-Communist Romania.
Actors, discourses, perspectives - 1990-2010" (Institutul European, 2015).

Her latest publication is the Academic Forum “Public diplomacy and nation branding in the wake of the Russia—
Ukraine War” co-edited with Nadia Kaneva and llan Manor for Place Branding and Public Diplomacy (2023).
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Dr. Dolea is 2022—-2024 Research Fellow of the USC Center on Public Diplomacy: her project “Diaspora
diplomacy, emotions and disruption” analyses the transnationalism and emotions of migrants, the loss of
familiar places and the trauma of migration to understand more about their consequences and propose
policies and support programs for both authorities and diaspora organisations.

Dinu Gutu este antropolog, scriitor si planner. Este autorul mai multor carti si lucrari din zona antropologiei
urbane, culturilor de tineret si migratiei. Este co-fondatorul platformei de analiza a culturilor populare, tltxt.ro.
Dinu Gutu is an anthropologist, writer and strategic planner. He is the author of several books and papers on
urban anthropology, youth cultures and migration. He is the co-founder of the platform for popular culture
analysis, tltxt.ro.

Alexandru Maftei predd scenaristica la Facultatea de Film a Universitatea Nationalda de Arta Teatrald si
Cinematograficd "l.L.Caragiale" din Bucuresti. Este regizor de film si teatru, scenarist si om de publicitate.
Filmografia lui include lungmetrajul de televiziune "Fii cu ochi pe fericire" (1998), sapte episoade ale serialului
romanesc "Lombarzilor 8" (2006), comedia dulce amaruie "Buna! Ce faci?" (2011) si "Domnisoara Christina"
(2013) — o adaptare cinematografica a romanului lui Mircea Eliade. A montat spectacole in diferite teatre din
Bucuresti si din tara, doua dintre acestea pe tema migratiei ("Aici, acolo" de Mihai Ignat la Teatrul Clasic loan
Slavici din Arad si "Margo" de Alina Suarasan la Teatrul Dramaturgilor Romani din Bucuresti).

Alexandru Maftei teaches screenwriting at the Film Faculty of the National University of Theatre and Film
"l.L.Caragiale" in Bucharest. He is a film and theatre director, screenwriter and advertising man. His
filmography includes the feature-length television film "Keep your eyes on happiness" (1998), seven episodes
of the Romanian series "Lombarzilor 8" (2006), the bitter-sweet comedy "Hello! How are you?" (2011) and

theatres in Bucharest and in the country, two of them on the theme of migration ("Here, there" by Mihai Ignat
